Rabies is a virus that is transmissible from animals to 

humans. Each year approximately 60,000 people die 

from the deadly disease. The most common method 

of contracting rabies is from an animal bite. To reduce 

the risk of infection, the State of California requires 

that all dogs over the age of four months be 

vaccinated against rabies. 

All dogs must be on a leash and under the control of a 

responsible adult at all times. Aggressive dogs will not 

be permitted.
