Follow these simple steps to safely dispose of your lancets, needles and syringes with needles

Place Sharps in a Sharps Container
o If you don't have a sharps container, you can make one!
Homemade sharps containers must be of rigid plastic
with a secure lid such as a laundry soap or bleach
bottle. Containers must be one gallon capacity or less in order
to fit in kiosks and collection facility containers.
